(1) Introduction to Poland - class contact (2 hours): Poland — facts about the country. Catholic
celebrations, national feasts, Polish traditional customs and cuisine. Polish history, art and
film. Basic information about public transport, shopping, eating out, entertaining, etc. in
Cracow. (2) Tourist programme — field trips (direct learning consisting of visiting the
following places, participation in workshops, integration) (8 hours): Sightseeing of Old
Town, art and culture of the Polish Jews — sightseeing of Kazimierz Town, or tour of the
Nowa Huta district and Podgorze District. (3) Another proposals: Tour of the salt mine in
Wieliczka, Pieskowa Skata Castle, O$wigcim, etc. Attending regular and occasional cultural
events: Book Fair in Cracow, Student Song Festival, Jazz Festival, Independence Day,
Christmas Fair. Cinemas, theatres, cabarets, clubs, museums, nightlife.
